North Dakota Income Tax Credit - Donors now have the option of donating to a qualified
endowment within the North Dakota Veterans Cemetery Foundation. When contributing $5,000
or more to a qualified North Dakota endowment, you are eligible for a 40% state tax credit on
those funds. This tax credit is 40% of the charitable deduction allowed by the IRS up to a
maximum credit of $10,000 per year per taxpayer or $20,000 per year per couple filing jointly.
